Proposed Constitution

O n the ballot, again, you are being asked to approve a new constitution. This is necessaty du
inadvertent error, in which provisions to amend it were accidentally onditt& hus the new constitution is
virtually identical to with three minor changes and a new Atrticle VIII.

First difference is In Article 11l Section 2(d) and Section 2(E), whiachill now read:

(D) A grace period at least up to and including the January meeting will be permitted. The
actual length and any conditions of the grace period will set by in the Association Rules and
Regulations, in accordance with the procedures therein.

(E) The Board of Directors may consider special circumstances (i.e. work or other effort on behalf
of or benefit to the association) with reference to waiving the dues and/or initiation fee or
extending the grace period beyond the period set in the Association Rules and Regulations.

The next difference is in Article IV Section 2(B)wch will now read:

(B) A quorum of three-fourth (3/4ths) of both the seated members of the Executive Board
and of the Members-At-Large is required to transact Corporation business at a
special meeting.

The next difference is in Article IV Section 5, wth will read as:

Section 5 A quorum of half of the seated Executive Board members plus two-thirds (2/3) of
the Members-At-Large shall be required to hold a regularly scheduled board meeting
for transaction of legal business.

The new article VIII will permit the constitutiond be amended without having vote on the entire
constitution. It will read:
ARTICLE VIIIl AMENDMENTS AND REVISIONS
Section 1  The Association Constitution and Bylaws may be amended as necessary, by a
two-thirds (2/3rds) vote of the members present at any regular meeting, provided the
following provisions are adhered to:
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1. Change shall be published in the “Drywasher Gazette” on consecutive issues at
least twice.

2. The vote must be at a regular general meeting at least sixty (60) days after the
first publication of the proposed change.

3. The vote will be by “show of hands” rather than by voice vote, unless three (3) or
more members request a written ballot prior to the meeting at which the vote will
be held.

4. If ten (10) or more members request it in writing to the board, written ballots will
be prepared for the entire membership. The ballot may be either mailed or
published in the “Drywasher Gazette”, with a reasonable deadline to be mailed
back to the Association.

The changes must be approved by two-thirds (2/3rds) of the full membership if

these provisions are not met.

Section 2  Changes to the Association Constitution and Bylaws may be proposed by the
Board, written and presented by any member in good standing or by any member in
good standing in the form of a motion at a general membership meeting.

Section 3  The Association Constitution and Bylaws will he reviewed as necessary by a
committee and/or the board.
