BLM Implements Stage | Fire Restrictions for the Ca  lifornia Desert District

Rising temperatures combined with dry vegetation warrant the issuance of permits for campfires and barbecues throughout
the California desert region. The Bureau of Land Management (BLM) today implemented Stage | fire restrictions on all BLM-
managed public lands within the California Desert District (CDD).

The 2007 seasonal fire assessment from the National Interagency Fire Center states the following prediction for the California
desert region: earlier than normal start to the southern California fire season; abnormally dry fuels in the southern California
due to less that 50% normal rainfall; high probability that fire activity could increase rapidly with any sudden drying and windy
events, particularly in grass or brush fuel types; and fuel moistures are already at or near critical levels. Within the last two
months, the desert region has already experienced several wild fires caused by dry lightning that burned significant acres.
Human-caused fires are on the rise also along major highways across the California desert.

Effective May 15, Stage | restrictions require that all campfires and barbecues are allowed with a permit that can be obtained
at all BLM field offices, fire or ranger stations and patrol personnel. Stage | general area of influence includes BLM lands
north and east of the Angeles, San Bernardino and Cleveland National Forests.

All BLM-managed lands within Los Angeles, San Bernardino, Riverside and San Diego counties, designated as “State
Responsibility Areas” (SRA) shall be in Stage Il fire restriction. These areas are the more urbanized regions south and west
of the national forests. Stage Il level prohibits campfire and barbecues outside developed recreation sites. Controlled flame
devices such as portable stoves are allowed by permit.

Any person convicted of knowingly or willfully violating a fire prevention order can be fined up to $1,000, receive up to 12
months in jail, or both. That person also is liable for the cost of damages and suppression of the wildfire.

“We are asking the public’s help to prevent potentially disastrous wildfires throughout southern California,” stated Steven
Borchard, BLM CDD district manager. “BLM will be making a strong effort to get the word out about fire prevention and
public safety - we must work together.”

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Summer Bugs Can Bug Youl!

As we enter the hotter months, insects become more active. Most &i@mless, some are annoying, a few are
scary, and some can cause grief, pain, and disease. Mosquitoes are among the angmategory but some

can spread disease and should be avoided. Yellow fever was spread by madsesiand infected thousands of
people up into the last century. It is still endemic to America but isantrolled by mosquito control and

quality medical care. Because other diseases are spread by this litthtter most people take precautions

from being bit. One of the best precautions is using insect repelteand mosquito nets while camping.

Repellent containing deet is usually effective. Mosquitoes are attrackéo carbon dioxide and lactic acid.

Lactic Acid is in human sweat and carbon dioxide is exhaled in higher concentratiot
during exercise. Following cool down wash off your head, neck, and arms to
remove the lactic acid to avoid attracting mosquitoes. Early morning and late
Afternoon and thru the evening are the most active times mosquitoes are feeding.
In the Great Northern Regions of Canada and Alaska mosquitoes are large, very
numerous, and feed on their host by the millions. Without proper protection they
can remove dangerous levels of blood causing life threatening blood loss. Working
gold fields during mosquito season in these areas require careful planning.

Bee, ant, and wasp stings can be quite painful. Most are not dangerous, just painfuhrel@eceptions to this

if you are allergic to insect stings. Allergic people sometimey t@madryl and epinephrine injectibles as a
precaution. However, most of us are not allergic. Care to avoid these inseasdspragtice. Usually, if you
leave them alone they will leave you alone. Most of these insects are so bysthdoiown thing they don’t care
anything about you. The exception is when you near their hive or disturb the ardeemdave. Then most all
colonizing insects will attack you if you disturb their

nest site. Wasps and bees lead the list for aggres
since they can out fly you. When they ketch you
they will sting you. Each honey bee worker can
only sting you once, but the queen can sting you
several times. Nesting wasps can and will sting y
as many times as you let them. Hornets are a var
of wasps that will not only sting you but will chase
you a long way stinging you as you are running. _
Fortunately, we don’t have large hornet populationsa
at our claims. We mostly have a few honey bees &
and a few paper wasps. | have also seen sand be
and one particularly large black wasp with red
wings. This is the largest wasp in North America.
is called the tarantula hawk. As its name implies i
hunts and Kills tarantulas. It has a huge stinger and
Is capable of inflecting a very painful sting that you will never forget! Sesgnjou think you are a tarantula,
leave her alone and she will leave you alone. There is one other wasp that | hdessyetral times at our
southern claims. Itis called a red velvet ant. It is velvet looking, hablagithead an torso, and a very red
abdomen.




It is also called a cow Kkiller. This insect is actually a wingless
female wasp and can deliver a very painfull sting. They live by
' their selves and are daytime hunters of other insects to lay
their eggs on. They are very tough and if you step on her on
sandy soil don’t be surprised if she squeeks and keeps on
going. Remember! Her sting is very painful!

Our next hinderance to a pleasant outing are the famous sand
fleas. The problem with fleas can include their prolific egg

~ laying abilities. A few fleas can infest a tent or trailer and

. drive you nuts. They can hatch out in the thousands and bite
you into a fleaing departure. Unforutnately, you may carry the
~ infestition with you. Remember that flea eggs hatch in ten or

| so days. So if you treat for fleas you usually have to treat for
fleas again after ten days or you will be living with a new
hatched batch. How fun. Also, if you have pets, don't forget to
treat the pets. They can become easily infested in the field and
you may accidently bring them home to roost.

Our last creature of interest is the tick. There are several
species just as there are on all of these animals. The concern
is how they feed. When they find the perfect spot, they bury
their mouth part in your skin and vomit their stomach

contents into your skin as an anti coagulant. This prevents

' female
your blood from solidifying so that they can feed easily by
sucking your blood. Most can be quite small and go completely
unnoticed until they start to feed on you. Then as they feed they

male

swell up with blood. At that point they become much larger

sometimes growing from a pepper speck to the size of a dime.

To remove them use tweezers and grab them by their head next

to your skin. Once removed, clean the area with an antiseptic. ”th

Do not grab them by their swollen bag. You might squeeze the larva
blood back into your skin. Don't use a match or oil or pepper

as these things may cause the tick to expel the engorged blood

back into you. The stomach of ticks can carry several diseases none of etlyou would like. Rocky mountain spotted
fever, lymes disease, chagas, blood infections, and encephalitisjast a few that ticks can become a vector to humans
and pets. Ticks can attach at your hairline on the back of your neck and naause a chemical paralysis. Once
removed normal body movement usually returns within a few hours.

Here is some good advise when removing a honey bee stinger.

Don’t grab the stinger by the bag. Grab the stinger by the stinger
shaft using pointed tweezers as quickly as possible. If you cafitd
tweezers fast scrape the stinger out using a butter knife or spda.
Remember, the stinger bag contains the venom and if you squeehe t
bag you will inject more venom in your skin. Ice may reduce swelling
and some pain. If you are allergic to stinging insects always follow up
with medical care.
